Helpful programs, skill 
development exercises, and effective coaching strategies will be presented at coaches clinics.  

5. Teach and promote good sportsmanship among the players, coaches, and parents.  

6. Coach to the best of one's ability with the sole purpose of the advancement and enjoyment of the kids 
participating within the OYO program.  

7. Coaches will be required to complete year-end player evaluation of each player on their team.
